Address delivered at our Monthly Meeting

“My Grace is sufficient for thee."—2 Cor., xii, 0.

This message has been the support and
stay of believers all along the ages. It is
the secret of our own perserverence. In
seasons of trial, difficulty and special need, it
comes with a new power. It is emphati-
cally #he message we need in these solemn
days.

Let us emphasise the words of the text as
we go along.

I. “ My grace is sufficient' for thee."”
Who is the speaker ? The Lord Jesus
Christ This is clear, taking verses 8 and
9 together. Paul's prayer was addressed to
Christ. If we pray fo the Father, it is
through the Son, and by the Holy Spirit.
(Eph. ii, 18). But prayer to Christ Himself
s warranted, for He is Divine.  While He
was on earth prayer was offered to Him. So
after His ascension. Stephen addressed Him
in prayer in his dying moments. Paul thus
addressed Him in the passage before us,
Here is-an incidental proof of the Deity of
Christ, and we can testify,

That Christ is God I can avouch,
And for His people cares,

Since:] have prayed to Him as such,
And He has heard my prayers,

Paul addressed Him as “ Lord ” (v. B)
This word means Ruler—one ‘who exercises
power. Hence the expression * the power
of Christ” * Lord” is no mere empty
title. The graceis the grace of One who
rulesin power. “ Heis Lord of all.”" This
is the Glorious One who says “ My grace is
sufficient for thee." (See John i, 1—35, xiv,
16—18).

II. “ My grace is sufficient for thee.”
The first spiritual realisation we had was a
realisation of our need of grace, and the need
is continual. Again and again we have to
come to the truth of Heb. iv, 15 and 16.
Never in this world shall we get beyond the
need of grace. In fact the sense of need
grows deeper. When Toplady wrote his hymn
“Rock of Ages,"he entitled it,a prayer for the
holiest believer, living and dying,” and
he was right. We ever need all the grace

spoken of in that hymn. We need grace
every day, every hour, every moment,
and when grace is consummated in glory the
redeemed will through all eternity ascribe all
they have and are to grace alone.
Firm on the ground of sovereign grace,
They stand before Jehoyah's throne,

The only song in that blest place
Is; ** Thou art worthy—Thou alone |

III. * My grace s sufficient for thee.”
Not “was,” “may be," or even * shall be,”
but “ 7s.” We do not need grace to be made
sufficient for us ; it #s so. It only needs to be
appropriated by faith, Here is a present
assurance. There may be a deep sense of
sin ; there may come an hour of swift temp-
tation ; there may be overwhelming sorrow,
but in every emergency the word is ** My
grace ¢s sufficient for thee”

IV. % My grace is sujficient for thee,”" It
is enough. There is no possibility of the
supply ever failing. Its sufficiency is guar-
anteed by such declarations as Phil. iy, 19,
IT Cor. ix, 8, Psalm Ixxxi. 10, Matthew vii, 7.

V. « My grace is sufficient for rhee.”
This is the great point. Someone perhaps
is saying, *“ All this may be perfectly true in
a general sense, but what about the particu-
lar application ? Is it true forme ? " Yes
—the Lord says, *“ for thee.” Here is His
care for the individual. Job had many
severe trials, but read the last chapter of the
Book of Job, and see how the Lord appeared
for him, At the end of Job's life you may
write, ** My grace is sufficient for thee.” So
with Peter and with Paul, and it is true for
every believer and true every moment.  Still
the old message sounds forth, * Fear thou
not' for I am with thee : be not dismayed,
for T am thy God. I will strengthen thee ;
yea, 1 will help thee; yea, I will uphold
thee with the right hand of My righteous-
ness.”

Well may our hearts respond :

I clasp the hand of Love Divine,

I claim the gracious promise mine,
And add te His my countersign,

“ Itake "—'"“He undertakes.”
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
